RULES AND CONDITIONS OF ENTRY
	1.
	Competitors, spectators and officials attend at their own risk.  No responsibility will be accepted for theft, damage, disease, injury or loss to any persons or their property.  It shall be a condition of entry that any competitor shall indemnify the show organisers against any legal proceedings arising from any accident or misdemeanour.



	2.
	All competitors must wear appropriate dress.  Hard hats, in all ridden classes, must conform to British standards.


	3.
	If entries are insufficient in any class, prizes will be adjusted accordingly.



	4.
	The Organisers reserve the right to cancel any class, divide classes, restrict numbers, amalgamate classes, alter times or judges without giving reason.



	5.
	The judges’ decision is final.


	6.
	Entry fees must be paid in full prior to entry to ring.


	7.
	Entry fees will not be refunded but exchanged for an entry voucher.


	8.
	Competitors will be eliminated for excessive use of the whip, spurs or for abuse of horse/pony.


	9.
	Any objections must be made within 15 minutes of the event to the secretary, in writing, together with a deposit of £10.  This fee will be refunded if the objection is upheld.


	10.
	Horses/ponies may only walk between rings.  They are not allowed around the refreshments or secretary areas.


	11.
	Take litter home. Do not muck out boxes on the showground.


	12.
	All ponies and horses must be four years or over, unless stated otherwise in schedule.


	13.
	Dogs must be kept on a lead at all times.
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
